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The effects of Physical Antimicrobial Film on Skin on perineal eczema in incontinence patients/ LIU Bing-li
[Abstract] Objective To evaluate the effects of a new physical antimicrobial method on perineal eczema in fecal and urine
incontinence patients. Methods Fifty—two patients with confirmed incontinence—induced perineal eczema were given routine
care and local perineal spray (using JUC Long-—acting Antimicrobial Material ) ,3 sprays each time,3 times daily. Then the
elimination and healing time of perineal eczema were observed. Results Among these patients,36 were healed,12 had
marked effects,and 4 had improved conditions. The total effective rate was 100% and the healing time was(3.00+0.81) days.
Conclusion The patent technology of Physical Antimicrobial Film on Skin as a local therapy can effectively treat perineal
eczema and improve the quality of life for incontinence patients.
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
